We finally were able to book a good flight at a good price to Bozeman for our Big Sky Ski trip.  We will fly out of 
Milwaukee January 29 at 11:05 AM on Southwest Airlines with a connecting flight in Denver.  There will be one 
bus for up to 50 people, filled with the first to request the ride.  Given the short drive to Milwaukee, we do not 
anticipate adding a second bus.  

The price of the base package for the trip has been set at $1,740.  Review the information available through 
the link above. 

The trip will open for sign-up on October 1, 2021 at Gelandesprung’s Fall Banquet and through the US 
Mail.  To be fair to all, it is essential that you sign up at the banquet or have the postmark of your sign-up form 
on or after October 1.   

This year, I would like to emphasize that the sign-up forms are PDF’s that are easy to fill out and print from 
your computer.  Please help us by typing your information so that we can read what you enter.  I also want to 
ask you to send an electronic version of your pdf to me as soon as you are able.  The electronic version will 
allow me to copy and paste your information into our spreadsheet and ensure that I don’t make typing 
errors.  It is okay for you to send information to me early, as long as your printed form and trip deposit are 
delivered at the banquet or postmarked on or after October 1. 
  
First Rights: 

• Gelandesprung and Sly Fox Ski clubs are using similar approaches to be fair to people that had 
previously signed up for our cancelled western trips. 

• Everyone can sign up beginning October 1. 

• Those that signed up last year have first rights to the trip as long as they sign up between 10/1 - 
10/14. All other sign-ups will be handled as always - first come first served. 

Lift tickets:  

• Big Sky no longer includes access to the Lone Peak Tram (all expert terrain) in all lift tickets.  

• Lift tickets included with our package include one complimentary tram access pass per person 
purchasing a ticket.  The scenery is spectacular, and you can ride the tram down.  There will be an 
option to add additional days of tram access.
