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Gelandesprung’s western trip to Big Sky will be from January 29, 2022 to February 5, 
2022.  At present, we have 10 condos rented for 60 people and two rooms in the 
Huntley Lodge for four people.    
 
The base price for the trip in 2021 was $1,720.  The price is likely to be about $200 
more in January 2022.  The two factors for that are the high cost of airfare and the 
higher cost for lift tickets. The Huntley Lodge will add about $600 to the base cost for 
people that choose the hotel option.   
 
We will not know the final price for the trip until as late as September due to questions 
regarding airfare cost.  We will plan to publish a good estimate of the trip cost in the 
September newsletter.   
 
The final cost will be determined no later than the end of September and the trip sign-up 
will begin at the fall banquet in October.  Finally, if you know you want to stay in the 
Huntley Lodge, please send an email to me to state your intentions.  If there are more 
than four interested people, I will ask to reserve another room or two.
