The Club completed its first trip of the season - to Marquette Mountain for one day, on
January 2, 2010. We left shortly after 6 am on Saturday morning with 44 skiers aboard, including
eleven new and two returning members, and one more meeting us at the mountain. Cold, brisk
winds and snow showers greeted us at the hill, and continued through the day, with near white-
out conditions at times, but also with a few breaks. There was a decent covering of mainly-
natural snow on most trails, with a couple of trails just a day or so away from being opened.

On our way to Marquette, we ate breakfast then watched a Warren-Miller ski-video to
psyche ourselves up for skiing. Finally, we arrived at the mountain between 10:30 am and 11 am
(Michigan Time), and had some time to get loose for the free NASTAR competition at 12 pm,
and plenty of opportunity to get hungry for our 1 pm-lunch at the Alpine Room, located at the
west end of the main lodge — this kept us warm and dry, with access to bathrooms!
